The following changes, required to be reported for publication in the
Journal, have been made:

1. In the Standing Committee amendments, AM833, section 8 has been struck
and the following new section inserted:

Sec. 12.  Original sections 79-530, 79-531, 79-532, 79-533, 79-1101, and
79-1103, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, and section 79-1003, Revised
Statutes Cumulative Supplement, 2022, are repealed.

2. On page 1, the matter beginning with "schools" in line 1 through line 9
and all amendments thereto have been struck and "education; to amend sections
79-530, 79-531, 79-532, 79-533, 79-1101, and 79-1103, Reissue Revised Statutes
of Nebraska, and section 79-1003, Revised Statutes Cumulative Supplement, 2022;
to change provisions relating to the involvement of parents and guardians in
the education of their children; to require each public school district to
develop and adopt a policy relating to the rights of each parent and guardian
to access testing information and curriculum and excuse their child from
certain instruction or activities; to provide powers and duties to the
Commissioner of Education and the State Board of Education; to redefine terms
under the Tax Equity and Educational Opportunities Support Act; to restate
legislative intent, redefine a term, and change provisions relating to early
childhood education; to provide a process for a parent or guardian to request
that such person's child repeat a grade under certain circumstances; to
eliminate obsolete provisions; and to repeal the original sections." inserted.
