LB484 provides for a continuing education requirement for most initial and renewal motor vehicle dealer’s license applicants before the 
application can be approved.  LB484 lists types of dealers whom would be exempt from this requirement.  The Motor Vehicle Industry 
Licensing Board will be given the discretion to decide what education would qualify for the continuing education requirement.  LB484 
also eliminates the requirement that the MVILB maintain an office in the State Capitol. 
 
The Motor Vehicle Industry Licensing Board (MVILB) has estimated a range of cash fund expenditures between $3,000 - $10,000, likely 
to occur in FY2023-24.  Although the operative date is January 1, 2024, the actual expenses may occur later in the biennium, as the 
MVILB license renewal period does not start until October 1, 2024.  The agency would need to have their online licensing software 
updated to allow for the reporting of continuing education hours.  In addition, it will take staff hours to review the continuing education 
and verify compliance before applications and renewals can be approved.
